fact sheet

This 600-megawatt unit uses Circulating Fluidized-
Bed Technology, developed under the United
States Department of Energy’s Clean-Coal
Technology program. It creates good jobs for
Louisiana and reduces Cleco’s use of natural gas
to help lower customer costs.

Cleco’s investment in the unit will be close to
$1 billion. This is a substantial investment for
the company that will help lower prices for our
customers and position Cleco and the state for
future growth.

Based on projections of natural gas prices

when Cleco announced the project in July 2005,
customers should save at least $4 billion over
30 years.

Cleco currently uses natural gas to fuel
approximately 70 percent of its power. Once the
project is complete, Cleco’s generation mix will be
more balanced with 50 percent solid fuel and 50
percent natural gas based.

Rodemacher 3 will help reduce Cleco’s need to
purchase power from the market, which offers
power primarily produced by natural gas.

Construction of this unit demonstrates Cleco’s
desire to stabilize utility bills, uphold our

commitment to a clean environment and fulfill
our goal to help improve our state’s economy.

Project Benefits

The construction of Rodemacher 3 will create up
to 1,200 new jobs. Cleco will hire nearly 80 new
workers to operate the unit. This is Cleco Powers’
largest permanent job creation project in over 20
years.

During the 42-month construction phase,
businesses in the state can expect an increase
of over $1 billion in new sales.

Operation of the new unit will generate nearly
$1 million annually in new state revenues.

As a Louisiana company, Cleco is making an
investment in the state by using a byproduct of
Louisiana’s oil refinery industry for fuel and
Louisiana waterways for transportation.

Cleco’s project will be one of the cleanest solid-
fuel units of its kind.

Cleco intends to use a byproduct of the oil
refinery process — petroleum coke, to fuel the

One advantage of CFB Technology is its ability
to use a variety of solid fuels.

The technology, along with added environmental
controls, will allow this project to meet or surpass
all federal and state environmental laws and
regulatory permit requirements.
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
