Did you know you can get information
about your Cleco account simply by
pressing three numbers? First, call
1-800-622-6537. Then press 2 for
residential or 3 for business. Follow the
prompts and press 1 and 1 again. You
will hear your current balance and the
amount and due date of your next bill.
Other quick transactions include:

Report an outage: Press 1 -2

Arrange a credit extension: Press 2 — 1 -2

Pay by credit card: Press 2 (residential) or 3 (business), then 1 -3
Report a payment: Press 2 (residential) or 3 (business), then 1—4
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
