Spring is the season for thunderstorms and that can mean power
outages and downed power lines. To stay safe around a downed
power line, follow these steps:

© Always assume the line is energized.

© stay away from the line and anything the line may
be touching.

© Keep others away and call Cleco or 911.

SAVING ENERGY
IN THE KITCHEN

A typical home uses 600-1200 kilowatt-hours per
year for refrigeration and freezing. To become more
energy efficient with refrigeration in your home,
follow these tips:

e Keep your refrigerator at 37°- 40° F and your freezer at 5° F.

e Keep your refrigerator filled to capacity, but don't overcrowd to the
point where doors cannot be closed or air cannot circulate.

e Vacuum the condenser coils (underneath or behind

the unit) every three months or so.
m e Replace worn door gaskets. Check the condlition of
= door gaskets by placing a dollar bill against the

m frame and closing the door. If the bill can be pulled
out with a very gentle tug, the door should be

adjusted or the gasket replaced.

e Don't put uncovered liquids in the refrigerator. The liquids give off
vapors that add to the compressor workload.

e Allow hot food to cool off before putting it in the refrigerator.

e Plan ahead and remove all ingredients for each meal at one time.

Before using electric yard tools, check to make
sure cords are in good condition. A frayed or
cracked cord could cause a shock or fire.
Replace old and damaged extension cords
with new ones with the certification label of
an independent testing laboratory.
